Constitution of State Bamboo Steering Committee and District level Bamboo Development Agency for Development Bamboo Sector. 

No. 6F(A)  4/2007/3902 F&E. Orissa is endowed with rich format resources and bamboo happens to be one such renewable forest resources and contributes substantially to livelihood. Especially for the tribal and forest fringed dwellers apart from erecting opportunities of revenue generation for the State Bamboo, besides being an essential ingredients for the paper manufacturing units, has also greater copies for value addition in the form of housing as well as crafting materials. In order to co-ordinate all such activities relating to development of bamboo sector in out state constitution of a Bamboo Development of bamboo sector in our State consumption of a bamboo Development Mission was under serious consumption of the State Government  for quite some now.
2. The Government on India in the mean while in the Ministry of Agriculture and Department of Science and Technology have recently launched two centrally sponsored schemes nomenclature as “National Bamboo Mission” (NBM) and “National Mission on Bamboo Application” (NMBA)in the current financial year of the XIth Five year plan and have a mandate to pursue it further in the XIth Five year plan with a view to bring about over oil development of Bamboo sector in the country. While the National Bamboo Mission has designated objectives of increasing of potentials of bamboo yield marketing of bamboo and bamboo based crafts, promotion  and dissemination of technologies for enhancing employment opportunity for both skilled/unskilled persons. The National Mission on Bamboo Application aims at development promotion and commercialization of technologies for bamboo based products and its applications in different application segments such as wood substitute and its applications in different application energy and other utility products.
3. Having taken more of the above developments and in order to boost this upcoming sector in the State, the State Government have been pleased to set up “Orissa Bamboo Development Agency” (OBDA) within the Orissa Forest Development Corporation Ltd. who shall be implementing both the centrally sponsored schemes in the State to bring about optimum utilization of the bamboo resources of the State. The Orissa bamboo Development Agency shall be headed by the Mission Director who shall function under supervision and control of the Managing Director who shall function under supervision and control of the managing Director, O.F.D.C. Ltd.
4. With a view to oversee/review the activities of the O.B.D.A. from time to time the Government have further been pleased to constitute the “State Bamboo Steering Committee” (SBSC) under the Chairmanship of Secretary, Forest and Environment Department with other members as follows :
