BAMBOO SECTOR DEVELOPMENT

(Supplementary operational guideline- approved by 3rd SBSC on 12.03.2008)

1. MISSION:


At the Government of India level, there are two Mission- National Bamboo Mission (NBM) under Ministry of Agriculture & Cooperation, Govt. of India and National Mission on Bamboo Application (NMBA)- under Ministry of  Science & Technology , Government of India. NBM is concerned with production of bamboo & its marketing including Handicrafts. NMBA looks after product development of Bamboo and finance the project based activities to entrepreneurs. 

2. OBDA:


OBDA has been set up in the State in the office of the Project Director, World Food Programme( Forest & Environment Department) to implement the programme of National Bamboo Mission and National Mission on Bamboo Application. It is headed by State Mission Director. The post of Project Director is redesignated as Project Director, WFP-cum- State Mission Director, OBDA. In order to facilitate and implement programme  of bamboo sector development, 8 field units have been set up by deploying existing staff – Angul, Bhubaneswar, Baripada, Rourkela, Sambalpur, Bhawanipatna, Koraput and Berhampur. 
3. SBSC: 

At State level there is State Bamboo Steering Committee (SBSC) headed by Principal Secretary, Forest & Environment Department. It consists of Secretary of different Departments.  Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Orissa; Managing Director, Orissa Forest Development Corporation; Director, Handicrafts and Cottage Industries and others as member. State Mission Director of Orissa Bamboo Development Agency is Member Secretary. Its function is to approve the Action Plan & monitor the progress of Bamboo Sector Development Programme.

4. DBDA :


At District level, a District Bamboo Development Agency (DBDA) has been constituted to implement the programme in non-forest area which is headed by the Collector. In 3rd SBSC it was decided that  DFO (T) of District Head Quarter will be Member Secretary in places of Deputy Director / District Horticulturist. 


Programme in forest area is to be implemented by the Divisional Forest Officer.


5. Function of OBDA: 

At state level, both programmes of National Bamboo Mission & National Mission for Bamboo Application are implemented through Orissa Bamboo Development Agency. Besides the OBDA is entrusted with overall development of Bamboo sector in the State.  


The functions are broadly  summarized as below:

5.1 Raising of nurseries: 

This may be in public sector (Departmentally) or private sector (Beneficiary oriented) which are of two types :

(a)  centralized

(b) Decentralized- Kisan Nursery/Mahila Nursery

5.2 Plantation:
(a) Forest Areas- It is implemented through DFO involving VSS, JFMCs, FDA, VDC(Village Development Committee-  where  registered body not existing as in case of Micro plan run village of WFP). Field Units of OBDA may be involved.

(b) Non Forest Areas- It may be implemented through District Bamboo Development Agency (DBDA) or through Field Unit of OBDA involving beneficiaries, Farmers, NGOs etc.

5.3 Training: 

Training may be imparted to Farmers, Field functionaries, Artisans & others through OBDA involving D.F.O., D.B.D.A., Field Units of OBDA or other line Departments such as G.M., D.I.C. etc. 

5.4 Common Facility Center (CFC):



 These may be established through the Agency involved in training. The CFCs includes:
(a) Treatment & Storage facilities

(b) Retail market of Bamboo near village, Bamboo Bazar etc.

(c) Training Centers
(d) Other common facility required by communities/ villages
5.5 Project Based activities: 


Project based activities for Bamboo Product development shall be implemented with support of National Mission on Bamboo Application (NMBA) through Orissa Bamboo Development Agency.

6.2 Centralized Nursery:

In the public sector, the nurseries may be raised through the DFOs who are having land & staff for the purpose. For the Development of infrastructure like fencing, irrigation, brick lining of  bed, watcher shed, retail sale counter etc. separate project may be submitted under innovation / intervention if necessary.  The surplus seedling after plantation may be sold to farmers/ institution on cost basis (to be decided by State Mission Director).   The sale proceeds shall be utilised as revolving fund for nursery. The physical target is production of 50,000 rhizome seedling per centralized nursery in public sector. 

In private sector, the centralized nursery is raised by farmers or institutions where financial support shall be given as per guide lines of NBM. The  funds shall be released  in two phases- 50% after  raising bed and 50% after the establishment of nursery The physical target may not be less than 12500 rhizome seedling per centralized nursery in private Sector.

6.3 Decentralized Nursery in Private Sector: 

In case of assistance sought for raising nursery in private sector purpose and mode of utilization may be clarified.  It should be for plantation in their own private land or for their livelihood support.  That is, nurseries in private sector shall be beneficiaries oriented and physical target may not be less than 1200 rhizome seedling per decentralized nursery. Application format is enclosed in Annexure-I. A Consolidated list may be submitted by recommending officer such as R.O/ DFO/, Field Unit of OBDA, Member Secretary, DBDA to the State Mission Director for financial assistance in following performa along with seal & signature of recommending officer.

6.4 Nursery Technique:

Macro proliferation of rhizome through culm cut layering in case of Bambusa nutans, Bambusa vulgaris and Bambusa bambos 

Dendroclamus strictus if raised (for patches in very degraded forest land) shall be seed originated rhizome of one year old.

7. PLANTATION IN FOREST AREA:

7.1 Types  of forest land for plantation: 

Plantation may be done in any land  recorded as forest (including RF, RRF, DPF,PF or other land recorded as forest) having density less than 0.4 where planting/ inter planting of bamboo may be done at the spacing 6Mx5M  (B. nutans & B. vulgaris) or 6Mx4M (D. strictus) as per guidelines of National Bamboo Mission. Old plantation of Eucalyptus & Acacia with sufficient space may be planted for enrichment of area. Degraded forest land shall be given priority. The plantation shall be taken up in compact patches as far as practicable in order to facilitate better watch & ward as well as supervision.  
7.2
Bamboo plantation as measure for prevention of shifting cultivation (Podu) :


Bamboo is a quick growing renewable eco-friendly species which encourages biodiversity. Once planted & established in the area, it can provide sustained yield annually on regular basis till it dies after flowering (40-50 years). Thus, in order to prevent shifting cultivation (Podu), bamboo plantation programme may be taken up in the areas of Koraput, Phulbani, Balliguda, Bhawanipatna, Rayagada, Gajapati, Keonjhar etc. involving the tribals & forest dweller for livelihood support. Ones planted the area may be assigned for the usufructory rights of bamboo to villagers involved in its plantation & protection as per existing VSS, JFMCs provision. This will encourage establishment of green cover & biodiversity in the area and provide livelihood support to forest dwellers. 
7.3 Involvement of villagers: 

Villagers are to be involved in the plantation activities and improvement of existing stock & other bamboo sector development programmes.  

In case of plantation in forest area, they may be involved for plantation & protection. On maturity of bamboo plantation in forest area the produce benefit may be shared among community/villagers involved in plantation & protection. For the purpose, V.S.S., JFMCs, FDA & VDC (Village Development Committee - where registered body  not existing and the villagers are interested for bamboo plantation, a village  level committee may be formed for the purpose - as being done in case of micro plan run village of World Food Programme) may be involved in plantation & protection work.

7.4 
Choice of species and spacing : 

In view of better yield it is suggested to take  plantation of  Bambusa  vulgaris, Bambusa nutans.  However, where soil is poor and degraded with steep slope D. strictus may be planted. In areas where the planting is not uniform (in view of intermittent growth, rocky soil or other factors), no. of bamboo rhizome seedlings planted divided by the optimum no. of plants required per Ha. shall be taken into consideration for computation of area to be planted.

The Government non-forest land may be planted involving villagers subject to permission by competent authority at the same cost norm as per forest land in public sector.   
7.6 
 Plantation Scheme, Journal, Register :

A site specific plantation scheme may be prepared and kept in Range / Division office. In the scheme, a line may be mentioned for getting benefit from CDM mechanism “That the scheme is prepared for carbon Credit benefit under CDM”.


The operation carried out and the statement of expenditure shall be mentioned in nursery register, plantation journal / register as per the exiting practice for monitoring & review which shall be kept at Range level/ Division level.

8. PLANTATION IN NON FOREST LAND (Private Sector) : 

It is farmer / beneficiary oriented programme subject to the limit of 4 Ha. (10 Acre) per beneficiary. The plantation shall be taken on cluster basis. An application form (Annexure-I) may be collected from the farmer along with Xerox copy of land record which shall be kept at the level of implementing agency after verification. Only consolidated list list of beneficiaries and the area to be planted may be sent to the State Mission Director, OBDA in the following performa for financial assistance duly signed by the recommending officer (R.O/ DFO / Field Unit, OBDA / Member Secretary, DBDA).

In case of plantation by beneficiary in small pieces of land / homestead land   the assistance may be given @ Rs.24/-per rhizome  planted after deducting cost of rhizome (if supplied from Central Nursery). Such small payment may be made in one phases in following June after plantation @ Rs.24/- culms survived after deducting the cost of rhizome. In such case it is advised to form committee of bamboo growers at village level for implementation of programme and fund can be disbursed as per their decision. 

The programme may be implemented through DFOs/Field unit of OBDA/NGO etc. The proposal may be sent through these or directly to State Mission Director for financial assistance. A register stating detail of assistance given year wise may be maintained in the following performa by implementing agency for record.

9.   IMPROVEMENTS OF EXISTING STOCK :

     9.1 Forest Land :


The degraded bamboo stock of the forest area is to be rehabilitated though treatment as per the silvicultural requirement and prescription of working plan which includes – 

(a)
Cutting of dry & broken culms (if required)

(b) 
Cleaning of clump (if required)

(c) 
Soil mounding 

(d) 
Half moon stone packing on lower slopes in case of steep gradient (if required).
Improvement of degraded bamboo of forest shall be taken up in compact patches. Villagers of near by area should be involved in improvement and protection of bamboo stock and may given benefit of produce (bamboo) a per the existing JFMCs / VSS provision.


9.2 Non-Forest Land :

The degraded bamboo stock of private land may be improved though the following silvicultural operation, such as:  

(i) Cutting of dry & broken culms (if required) 

(ii) Clearing of clump (if required)

(iii) Soil mounding. 


For this a proposal may be submitted to the State Mission Director, OBDA in following proforma for the financial assistance duly signed by recommending officer such as Range Officer / DFOs / Field Unit of OBDA, Member Secretary, DBDA.

9.3 Cost Norm for Improvement of Existing Stock :

NBM has fixed cost norm of improvement of existing stock @Rs.8,000/- per hectare. But SBSC in its 3rd meeting on12.03.2008 has decided that it should be Rs.2,666/- per hectare (Rs.8,000/- for 3 Ha.) to encourage plantation in non-forest land (private sector). It shall be released in one installment after work is completed.

The bamboo products are Bamboo Mat Board  (BMB),  Bamboo Mat Veneer Board (BMVB), Furnitures, Handicrafts, Bamboo shoot (Kardi), Charcoal, Gasifer (Energy), Agarbati, Tooth  picks & other utility products.           A write up stating the following may be submitted to OBDA by interested entrepreneur for necessary support by NMBA.
i) Name of  entrepreneur

ii) Name of the Bamboo product

iii) Location/address of the proposed project site

iv) Land area  available

v) Financial capability of entrepreneur for investment to the project.

vi) Source of raw material

vii) Labour supply
viii) Marketing of products

ix) Source of power (if required) etc.  


After receipt of preliminary application, the same shall be scrutinized and feasible project proposal shall be prepared by OBDA in consultation with NMBA for necessary financial support.

13. FINANCIAL SUPPORT / FUNDING: 

Financial Support / funding may be provided by OBDA as per guideline of National Bamboo Mission (NBM), National Mission on Bamboo Application (NMBA), OBDA as approved by the SBSC. Funds shall be released by the State Mission Director, OBDA depending upon the actual requirement & works to be executed.
14. APPROVAL OF ANNUAL ACTION PLAN:

All project received from DFO, DBDA, Field Unit, NGOs, Institutions & others may be scrutinized by Project Management Committee (PMC) or by State Mission Director, OBDA. An Annual Action Plan (AAP) shall be prepared by the State Mission Director & put up for approval by State Bamboo Steering Committee (SBSC). The Annual Action Plan approved by SBSC shall be sent to NBM/NMBA, Govt. of India for approval. The approved Annual Action Plan received from Govt. of India shall be implemented by OBDA through implementing agency decided by State Mission Director.

 15. ACCOUNTING: 

A separate interest bearing Bank account (preferably nationalized bank) shall be opened and maintained by implementing agencies for the OBDA funding for implementation of bamboo sector development programme. The work executed are of different types which may be carried out by implementing unit such as line Departments, VSS, JFMCs and therefore it is advisable open the account in the name of implementing unit (such as DFOs, Field Unit of OBDA & Others) so that the programmes can be implemented properly. 

In case of beneficiary’s oriented project, the funds should be released through A/c payee cheque to the beneficiaries as far as practicable or through the implementing agencies executing the programme. Small amount may be paid in cash. The payment shall be made only after achievement of the physical target. All A/c along with records/voucher shall be kept with implementing unit for audit.
